                                          School Discipline
Discipline is the law of nature. Without it, nothing works. Inculcating discipline amongst childdren is the most significant aspect of education and is not confined to school alone. Parents, too, must co-operate with the school in observing these norms:
· Attendance is compulsory for celebration of National Days.
· Irregular attendance, unjustified or unexplained absence from school, habitual late coming, leaving the school premises without permission, disobedience and any type of unruly and objectionable behavior are considered to be grave acts of indiscipline on the part of a student which can lead to his/her expulsion from the school.
· The school uniform, only in prescribed school colour, should be immaculate, clean and smart, and should be worn on all working days and functions. Actions will be taken against students who are habitually improperly dressed.
· Students on their way to and from the school are expected to conduct themselves in a responsible manner. Being on the road in any mode of transport entails caution, care and attention to safety rules.
· Students who expect to reach home late after the school due to personal reasons must inform their parents/ guardians in advance.
· Students are expected to take proper care of the school property. It is for their convenience. They should not break any item of furniture and fixtures within the school.They should not write, scratch or engrave graffiti on desks, chairs and other surfaces.
· They should not damage or remove things belonging to other students.Damage done even by accident must be reported at once to the Principal/ Headmistress/Class Teacher. Anyone who notices something damaged must report the matter to any of the personnel mentioned above.
· [bookmark: Page_26]Using unfair means in a test or examination is a grave offence. A student who is found using unfair means will be awarded zero in the subject and will be issued a strict warning. Repetition of the same offence will result in his/her expulsion from the school.
· Students are not permitted to carry cellular phones and pagers to the school. If a student brings a mobile phone to the school, it will be conﬁscated for a period of six months and a ﬁne of Rs 2000 will be imposed. They are not allowed to use school phones without permission. They cannot be called to the school oﬃces to attend to phone calls during school hours. However, in case of emergency, the telephone in the HM's room may be used by the students.
· Misbehaviour inside the school premises or in the school conveyance may also lead to disciplinary action against the concerned student. Objectionable behavior, use of abusive language, discourtesy and disrespect to the teachers, disobedience and irregular attendance will also lead to strict disciplinary action.
· Students are not allowed to drive motorized vehicles such as cars, scooters and motorcycles within or outside the school.
· Under no circumstances will crackers, ﬁreworks, ﬁrearms and any other inﬂammable material be permitted in school. A student indulging in any act of indiscipline could be given severe punishment, as severe as suspension from the school.

                               ONLINE  EDUCATION
The academic year 2021 – 2022, faced a very challenging time which brought the world to a complete halt with the Corona pandemic and with lockdown all over the Nation. This isolation was unique and unprecedented event in our lives. It had become imperative to stay at home and we had to decide as to
how meaningfully we could utilize our time. In these hard times, we had to maintain positivity and high morale. We all had faced a completely unprecedented crisis due to the spread of corona virus all
around the world. However, this time had taught us how to build foundations of resilience to face difficult events in future. Conducting exams was the biggest challenge. Students were assessed through Zoom Teams Assignment feature under the supervision of their parents . Std. I to Std.IX  had to be
promoted to next grades. We believed that our students would have solved the final exam papers at home honestly. This was “Self Evaluation”.In response to all these challenges, we made use technology for effective teaching- learning to happen.
“All work and no play makes jack a dull boy” so after study time, students wereasked to remain engaged in household activities, reading books, making art/craft articles and also in doing physical exercises like yoga/asanas at home.As our usual practice, we also sent some inspirational videos in between upon which parents could you have good discussions with their children. In the month of May the school decided to conduct online live sessions. To do so the Management thought of the right option of software to be used. We already had Microsoft license. So taking into consideration Cyber Security, cyber safely and the learning management system provided by  which we decided to use Zoom team.Teams were created for all the students and teachers of the whole school. Teams were made class wise and subject wise. In each team channels were made lesson wise. This enabled the teachers, students and parents to get the data for studying lesson wise.A PPT was sent to the students, teachers as well to parents which will gave them an idea about how to use Zoom Teams. Our teachers not only covered the scholastic areas but also the co-scholastic areas like dance/ music/art. Our physical instructors kept students occupied by sending them videos on health and fitness and easy exercises that could be done at home. Our students have responded well to online classes and have been getting their doubts cleared. Since the parents were kept in the loop from time to time, through mails and messages they were well aware of what the school is trying to do to cope up with this change. Our School continued the ONLINE LIVE SESSIONS with a blend of synchronous and asynchronous mode of teaching. With a balanced structure of online live sessions.We were able to cater to the needs of students and parents. A good combination of scholastic and co-scholastic activities kept the teaching learning process moving ahead.
 Readiness for online session: The school conducted a survey to understand the availability of resources to assess the readiness for online sessions. The school created awareness amongst the parents and students through a video prepared by the Principal to understand the importance of online teaching learning process during pandemic period. The coordinators sent an audio to stress the importance of continuing learning process in Pandemic period. As an awareness was created amongst the parents and the students they were ready with the equipments and the platform required for smooth delivery of curriculum. The school created login credentials for each student so that they get access to the online platform. The credentials were provided through mail id , whatsapp.
 Commencement of Online session:A timetable was prepared to conduct the Teaching learning process smoothly. The timetable was prepared in such a manner that Sunday was an off day .The school started with the online sessions in the month of May.
 Attendance:98 –99 % students attend the online sessions. Only 1-2% students who were not able to attend the online session due to network issue or some medical reasons were supported through offline medium . It was in the form of videos prepared by the teachers and uploaded on You tube or sent through google drive. The link of the same was provided to the students . Links of the textbook were provided . Regular meetings were conducted with the parents to understand the effectiveness of online teaching learning process.
 Assessment of Learning gaps: During online session verbal assessment by asking questions was conducted
by the teachers .The various tests assigned in the form of Teams Assigment gave an analysis of the performance of the class and question wise mapping . The teacher was able to map the learning gaps. Weekly test and activities were conducted to monitor the teaching learning process . The periodic test was conducted online to assess whether the learning objectives are achieved or not. Question wise feedback was provided to the students during periodic test .Virtual interactions were conducted to understand the learning gaps from the feedback given by the parents.
 Remedial Measures taken by school :Doubt solving sessions were arranged by the teachers for the students . To fill the learning gaps especially observed in the subject of Mathematics. Reformative class was conducted after the regular sessions for std III to IX .The teacher after mapping the learning gaps reinforced the concepts . Different activities were conducted to make the teaching learning process joyful. A timely feedback was provided to the parents through online sessions and whatsApp so that collaboratively the teaching learning process went on smoothly.For the all the efforts taken by school once again managed to minimize Screen Time Management. Its indeed a very proud moment for all the stake holders as this brings positivity in such pandemic situation and it acknowledges the fact that school was on the right path in online teaching.

                                    Analysis of the Feed Back collected from Parents
We  understand that 90% students have access to various devices for online learning. Remaining 10% have conveyed their problems to us and prefer studying through the videos sent additionally. Parents supported for the same and also appreciated the school for conduction of online classes.
